Seasons of our Year

We are now in the Season after Pentecost, also referred to as “Ordinary Time.”  The weeks, from Trinity Sunday to the last Sunday after Pentecost (just before Advent begins), are numbered and show a date.  (See p. 158 in the Book of Common Prayer.  Green is the liturgical color for this lengthy season because it is often associated with the growing season and stands for growth and fruitfulness in the Christian life. 

This season does not have a single theme.  Instead, each week has it own theme, based on the readings.  Four broad categories summarize the primary focus of the readings:  1) Our relationship with God; 2) Our relationship with Jesus Christ and with one another; 3) The presence of the Holy Spirit in our lives; and 4) The church and its mission.

(Note:  Primary source: The Prayer Book Guide to Christian Education, which is an excellent guide to our church year.)
