Seasons of our Year

We are now in the Easter season.  Our color for celebration is white.  Easter lasts for 50days, which then brings us to the The Day of Pentecost (also known as Whitsunday).  

Pentecost will be on June 4.  Our color is red.  This day is also known as “the birthday of the church.”  Symbols seen are representative of the flames that appeared over the heads of the disciples.  Members are asked to wear something red on this special Sunday.  The next Sunday, which is the first Sunday after Pentecost, is known as Trinity Sunday, and the color is white.  Symbols for this Sunday are usually three circles or triangles, symbolizing the Trinity:  Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.  All the remaining Sundays after Pentecost are simply numbered, and the color for them is green.  During this season, the readings are showing us how to live as Christ would have us live.  Thus, this seasons is frequently call “the long, green, growing season.”  The Sundays after Pentecost continue through June, July, August, September, October, and November, ending with “the Last Sunday after Pentecost.”  That Sunday is also celebrated as Christ the King Sunday in Lutheran and Roman Catholic liturgy.  It is the Sunday when we have our Christ the King Thanksgiving Celebration.  (The next Sunday will start the season of Advent.)

(Note:  Primary source: The Prayer Book Guide to Christian Education, which is an excellent guide to our church year.)
